THE FOUNDATION OF OUR FAITH

PROPHECY DEFINED

“Historical events, showing the direct fulfillment of prophecy, were set before the 
people, and prophecy was seen to be a figurative delineation of events leading down to 
the close of this earth’s history.” Selected Messages, book 2, 102.
THE LINE OF TRUTH

“We must have a knowledge of the Scriptures, that we may trace down the lines 
of prophecy, and understand the specifications given by the prophets, and by Christ and 
the apostles; that we may not be ignorant; but be able to see that the day is approaching, 
so that with increased zeal and effort, we may exhort one another to faithfulness, piety, 
and holiness.” Review and Herald, July 31, 1888.
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Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand 
doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. For precept 
must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, 
and there a little: For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this 
people.

DANIEL AND REVELATION

“In it [the book of Revelation] the same line of prophecy is taken up as in 
Daniel. Some prophecies God has repeated, thus showing that importance must be given 
to them. The Lord does not repeat things that are of no great consequence.” Manuscript 
Releases, volume 9, 7–8.

“Prophecy has been fulfilling, line upon line. The more firmly we stand under the 
banner of the third angel’s message, the more clearly shall we understand the prophecy of 
Daniel; for the Revelation is the supplement of Daniel.”

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THE OLD PATHS
“God has given me light regarding our periodicals. What is it?—He has said that 

the dead are to speak. How?—Their works shall follow them. We are to repeat the 
words of the pioneers in our work, who knew what it cost to search for the truth as for 
hidden treasure, and who labored to lay the foundation of our work.

“They moved forward step by step under the influence of the Spirit of God. One 
by one these pioneers are passing away. The word given me is, Let that which these men 
have written in the past be reproduced. . . .

“The more fully we accept the light presented by the Holy Spirit through the 
consecrated servants of God, the deeper and surer, even as the eternal throne, will 
appear the truths of ancient prophecy; we shall be assured that men of God spake as they 
were moved upon by the Holy Ghost.

“Men must themselves be under the influence of the Holy Spirit in order to 
understand the Spirit’s utterances through the prophets. These messages were given, not 
for those that uttered the prophecies, but for us who are living amid the scenes of their 
fulfillment.”

WHO IS GOD?

To whom then will ye liken God? or what likeness will ye compare unto him?

ADVENTISM ILLUSTRATED

TO THE VERY LETTER

“When the third angel’s message is preached as it should be, power attends its 
proclamation, and it becomes an abiding influence. It must be attended with divine 
power, or it will accomplish nothing. I am often referred to the parable of the ten virgins, 
five of whom were wise, and five foolish. This parable has been and will be fulfilled to 
the very letter, for it has a special application to this time, and, like the third angel’s 
message, has been fulfilled and will continue to be present truth till the close of 
time.” Review and Herald, August 19, 1890.
THREE ANGELIC SYMBOLS

“I was shown the interest which all heaven had taken in the work going on upon 
the earth. Jesus commissioned a mighty angel to descend and warn the inhabitants of 
the earth to prepare for His second appearing. As the angel left the presence of Jesus 
in heaven, an exceedingly bright and glorious light went before him. I was told that his 
mission was to lighten the earth with his glory and warn man of the coming wrath of 
God. Multitudes received the light. . . .

“ Another mighty angel was commissioned to descend to earth. Jesus placed in 
his hand a writing, and as he came to the earth, he cried, ‘Babylon is fallen, is fallen.’ . . .

“As the people of God united in the cry of the second angel, the heavenly host 
marked with the deepest interest the effect of the message. . . .

“Jesus commissioned other angels to fly quickly to revive and strengthen the 
drooping faith of His people and prepare them to understand the message of the second 
angel and the important move which was soon to be made in heaven. I saw these angels 
receive great power and light from Jesus and fly quickly to earth to fulfill their 
commission to aid the second angel in his work. A great light shone upon the people of 
God as the angels cried, ‘Behold, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet Him.’” 
Early Writings, 245–248.
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1833
William Miller receives his credentials to preach in 1833.
“In 1833, two years after Miller began to present in public the evidences of 

Christ’s soon coming, the last of the signs appeared which were promised by the Saviour 
as tokens of His second advent. Said Jesus: ‘The stars shall fall from heaven.’ Matthew 
24:29. And John in the Revelation declared, as he beheld in vision the scenes that should 
herald the day of God: ‘The stars of heaven fell unto the earth, even as a fig tree casteth 
her untimely figs, when she is shaken of a mighty wind.’ Revelation 6:13. This prophecy 
received a striking and impressive fulfillment in the great meteoric shower of November 
13, 1833.” The Great Controversy, 333.

“To William Miller and his colaborers it was given to preach the warning in 
America. This country became the center of the great advent movement. It was here 
that the prophecy of the first angel’s message had its most direct fulfillment. The writings 
of Miller and his associates were carried to distant lands. Wherever missionaries had 
penetrated in all the world, were sent the glad tidings of Christ’s speedy return. Far and 
wide spread the message of the everlasting gospel: ‘Fear God, and give glory to Him; for 
the hour of His judgment is come.’” The Great Controversy, 368.
THE POWER OF THE HOLY SPIRIT MANIFESTED

“A transforming power attended the proclamation of the first and second angels’ 
messages, as it attends the message of the third angel. Lasting convictions were made 
upon human minds. The power of the Holy Spirit was manifested. There was diligent 
study of the Scriptures, point by point. Almost entire nights were devoted to earnest 
searching of the Word. We searched for the truth as for hidden treasures. The Lord 
revealed Himself to us. Light was shed on the prophecies, and we knew that we received 
divine instruction.” Manuscript Release, volume 1, 47.
THE FIRST ANGEL’S MESSAGE FULFILLED IN THE ENTIRE WORLD

“The angel who unites in the proclamation of the third angel’s message is to 
lighten the whole earth with his glory. A work of world-wide extent and unwonted power 
is here foretold. The advent movement of 1840–44 was a glorious manifestation of the 
power of God; the first angel’s message was carried to every missionary station in 
the world, and in some countries there was the greatest religious interest which has been 
witnessed in any land since the Reformation of the sixteenth century; but these are to be 
exceeded by the mighty movement under the last warning of the third angel.” The Great 
Controversy, 611.
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THE EMPOWERMENT OF THE FIRST ANGEL’S MESSAGE
“In the year 1840 another remarkable fulfillment of prophecy excited widespread 

interest. two years before, Josiah Litch, one of the leading ministers preaching the second 
advent, published an exposition of Revelation 9, predicting the fall of the Ottoman 
Empire. According to his calculations, this power was to be overthrown ‘in A.D. 1840, 
sometime in the month of August;’ and only a few days previous to its accomplishment 
he wrote: ‘Allowing the first period, 150 years, to have been exactly fulfilled before 
Deacozes ascended the throne by permission of the Turks, and that the 391 years, fifteen 
days, commenced at the close of the first period, it will end on the 11th of August, 1840, 
when the Ottoman power in Constantinople may be expected to be broken. And this, I 
believe, will be found to be the case.’

“At the very time specified, Turkey, through her ambassadors, accepted the 
protection of the allied powers of Europe, and thus placed herself under the control of 
Christian nations. The event exactly fulfilled the prediction. When it became known, 
multitudes were convinced of the correctness of the principles of prophetic 
interpretation adopted by Miller and his associates, and a wonderful impetus was 
given to the advent movement. Men of learning and position united with Miller, both in 
preaching and in publishing his views, and from 1840 to 1844 the work rapidly 
extended.” The Great Controversy, 334–335.
THE SECOND ANGEL’S MESSAGE

“In June, 1842, Mr. Miller gave his second course of lectures at the Casco Street 
church in Portland [Maine]. . . . With few exceptions, the different denominations 
closed the doors of their churches against Mr. Miller.” Testimonies, volume 1, 21.
THE SECOND ANGEL’S MESSAGE PROCLAIMED

“The first and second messages were given in 1843 and 1844, and we are now 
under the proclamation of the third; but all three of the messages are still to be 
proclaimed. It is just as essential now as ever before that they shall be repeated to those 
who are seeking for the truth. By pen and voice we are to sound the proclamation, 
showing their order, and the application of the prophecies that bring us to the third 
angel’s message. There cannot be a third without the first and second. These messages we 
are to give to the world in publications, in discourses, showing in the line of prophetic 
history the things that have been and the things that will be.” Selected Messages, book 2, 
104.
SECOND ANGEL’S MESSAGE FULFILLED IN THE UNITED STATES

“The second angel’s message of Revelation 14 was first preached in the 
summer of 1844, and it then had a more direct application to the churches of the 
United States, where the warning of the judgment had been most widely proclaimed and 
most generally rejected, and where the declension in the churches had been most rapid.” 
The Great Controversy, 389.
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THE TARRYING TIME
“As early as 1842 the direction given in this prophecy to ‘write the vision, and 

make it plain upon tables, that he may run that readeth it,’ had suggested to Charles Fitch 
the preparation of a prophetic chart to illustrate the visions of Daniel and the Revelation. 
The publication of this chart was regarded as a fulfillment of the command given by 
Habakkuk. No one, however, then noticed than an apparent delay in the accomplishment 
of the vision—a tarrying time—is presented in the same prophecy. After the 
disappointment, this scripture appeared very significant: ‘The vision is yet for an 
appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; 
because it will surely come, it will not tarry. . . . The just shall live by his faith.’

“A portion of Ezekiel’s prophecy also was a source of strength and comfort to 
believers: ‘The word of the Lord came unto me, saying, Son of man, what is that proverb 
that ye have in the land of Israel, saying, The days are prolonged, and every vision 
faileth? Tell them therefore, Thus saith the Lord God. . . . The days are at hand, and the 
effect of every vision. . . . I will speak, and the word that I shall speak shall come to pass; 
it shall be no more prolonged.’ ‘They of the house of Israel say, The vision that he seeth is 
for many days to come, and he prophesieth of the times that are far off. Therefore say 
unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; There shall none of My words be prolonged any 
more, but the word which I have spoken shall be done.’ Ezekiel 12:21–25, 27, 28.” The 
Great Controversy, 392.
THE MIDNIGHT CRY

“In the summer of 1844, midway between the time when it had been first thought 
that the 2300 days would end, and the autumn of the same year, to which it was afterward 
found that they extended, the message was proclaimed in the very words of Scripture: 
‘Behold, the Bridegroom cometh!’ The Great Controversy, 398.
OUTPOURING OF THE SPIRIT

“Like a tidal wave the movement swept over the land. From city to city, from 
village to village, and into remote country places it went, until the waiting people of God 
were fully aroused. Fanaticism disappeared before this proclamation like early frost 
before the rising sun. Believers saw their doubt and perplexity removed, and hope and 
courage animated their hearts. The work was free from those extremes which are ever 
manifested when there is human excitement without the controlling influence of the word 
and Spirit of God. It was similar in character to those seasons of humiliation and 
returning unto the Lord which among ancient Israel followed messages of reproof 
from His servants. It bore the characteristics that mark the work of God in every 
age. There was little ecstatic joy, but rather deep searching of heart, confession of sin, and 
forsaking of the world. A preparation to meet the Lord was the burden of agonizing 
spirits. There was persevering prayer and unreserved consecration to God.” The Great 
Controversy, 400, 401.
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THE LIGHT OF THE MIDNIGHT CRY
“At this I raised my eyes, and saw a straight and narrow path, cast up high above 

the world. On this path the Advent people were traveling to the city, which was at the 
farther end of the path. They had a bright light set up behind them at the beginning of the 
path, which an angel told me was the midnight cry.

THE CLOSE OF THE SECOND ANGEL’S MESSAGE

“Near the close of the second angel’s message, I saw a great light from heaven 
shining upon the people of God. The rays of this light seemed bright as the sun. And I 
heard the voices of angels crying, ‘Behold, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet 
Him!’

“This was the midnight cry, which was to give power to the second angel’s 
message . Angels were sent from heaven to arouse the discouraged saints and prepare 
them for the great work before them. The most talented men were not the first to receive 
this message. Angels were sent to the humble, devoted ones, and constrained them to 
raise the cry, ‘Behold, the Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet Him!’

“Those entrusted with the cry made haste, and in the power of the Holy Spirit 
sounded the message, and aroused their discouraged brethren. This work did not stand in 
the wisdom and learning of men, but in the power of God, and His saints who heard the 
cry could not resist it. The most spiritual received this message first, and those who had 
formerly led in the work were the last to receive and help swell the cry, ‘Behold, the 
Bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet Him!’

“In every part of the land, light was given upon the second angel’s message, and 
the cry melted the hearts of thousands. It went from city to city, and from village to 
village, until the waiting people of God were fully aroused. In many churches the 
message was not permitted to be given, and a large company who had the living 
testimony left these fallen churches. A mighty work was accomplished by the midnight 
cry . The message was heart-searching, leading the believers to seek a living experience 
for themselves. They knew that they could not lean upon one another.” Early Writings, 
238.
THE DOOR WAS SHUT

And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready went 
in with him to the marriage: and the door was shut. Afterward came also the other virgins, 
saying, Lord, Lord, open to us. But he answered and said, Verily I say unto you, I know 
you not. Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of 
man cometh. Matthew 25:10–13.
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“I was shown in vision, and I still believe, that there was a shut door in 1844. All 
who saw the light of the first and second angels’ messages and rejected that light, were 
left in darkness. And those who accepted it and received the Holy Spirit which attended 
the proclamation of the message from heaven, and who afterward renounced their faith 
and pronounced their experience a delusion, thereby rejected the Spirit of God, and it no 
longer pleaded with them.” Selected Messages, book 1, 63.
THE PHILADELPHIAN MESSAGE

And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These things saith he that is 
holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; 
and shutteth, and no man openeth; I know thy works: behold, I have set before thee an 
open door, and no man can shut it: for thou hast a little strength, and hast kept my word, 
and hast not denied my name. Revelation 3:7–8.
A PROCESS OF PURIFICATION

“As the churches refused to receive the first angel’s message , they rejected the 
light from heaven and fell from the favor of God. They trusted to their own strength, and 
by opposing the first message placed themselves where they could not see the light of 
the second angel’s message.” Early Writings, 237.

“I turned to look at the company who were still bowed before the throne; they did 
not know that Jesus had left it. Satan appeared to be by the throne, trying to carry on the 
work of God. I saw them look up to the throne, and pray, ‘Father, give us Thy Spirit.’

“When Jesus began His public ministry, He cleansed the temple from its 
sacrilegious profanation. Among the last acts of His ministry was the second cleansing of 
the temple. So in the last work for the warning of the world, two distinct calls are made 
to the churches. The second angel’s message is, ‘Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great 
city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication’ 
Revelation 14:8. And in the loud cry of the third angel’s message a voice is heard from 
heaven saying, ‘Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that 
ye receive not of her plagues. For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath 
remembered her iniquities’ Revelation 18:45.”

The advent movement of 1840–44 was a glorious manifestation of the 
power of God; the first angel’s message was carried to every missionary station in the 
world, and in some countries there was the greatest religious interest which has been 
witnessed in any land since the Reformation of the sixteenth century; but these are to be 
exceeded by the mighty movement under the last warning of the third angel.” The Great 
Controversy, 611.
PURIFICATION PROCESS REPEATED

“Many who went forth to meet the Bridegroom under the messages of the first 
and second angels, refused the third, the last testing message to be given to the world, 
and a similar position will be taken when the last call is made.” Review and Herald,

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CHARACTER REVEALED IN A CRISIS
“It is in a crisis that character is revealed. When the earnest voice proclaimed at 

midnight, ‘Behold, the bridegroom cometh; go ye out to meet him,’ and the sleeping 
virgins were roused from their slumbers, it was seen who had made preparation for the 
event. Both parties were taken unawares; but one was prepared for the emergency, and 
the other was found without preparation. So now, a sudden and unlooked-for calamity, 
something that brings the soul face to face with death, will show whether there is any real 
faith in the promises of God. It will show whether the soul is sustained by grace. The 
great final test comes at the close of human probation, when it will be too late for the 
soul’s need to be supplied. . . .

“Saddest of all words that ever fell on mortal ear are those words of doom, ‘I 
know you not.’

“We cannot be ready to meet the Lord by waking when the cry is heard, 
‘Behold, the Bridegroom!’ and then gathering up our empty lamps to have them 
replenished. We cannot keep Christ apart from our lives here, and yet be fitted for His 
companionship in heaven.

MIDNIGHT CRY REPEATED

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APPENDIX TO NUMBER TWO

PARALLEL LINES OF PROPHECY

The following passage is taken from The Great Controversy, 424–431. 
Among the information recorded here, please take note of the several 
different prophetic lines of Scripture that Inspiration has pointed out as the

same prophetic history. Notice the theme of a purification process and the connection of a 
warning message to that process:
DANIEL 8:14 & REVELATION 14:6

“Both the prophecy of Daniel 8:14, ‘Unto two thousand and three hundred days; 
then shall the sanctuary be cleansed,’ and the first angel’s message, ‘Fear God, and give 
glory to Him; for the hour of His judgment is come,’ pointed to Christ’s ministration in 
the most holy place, to the investigative judgment, and not to the coming of Christ for the 
redemption of His people and the destruction of the wicked. The mistake had not been in 
the reckoning of the prophetic periods, but in the event to take place at the end of the 
2300 days. Through this error the believers had suffered disappointment, yet all that was 
foretold by the prophecy, and all that they had any Scripture warrant to expect, had been 
accomplished. At the very time when they were lamenting the failure of their hopes, the 
event had taken place which was foretold by the message, and which must be fulfilled 
before the Lord could appear to give reward to His servants.
DANIEL 8:14; REVELATION 14:6 & DANIEL 7:13

“Christ had come, not to the earth, as they expected, but, as foreshadowed in the 
type, to the most holy place of the temple of God in heaven. He is represented by the 
prophet Daniel as coming at this time to the Ancient of Days: ‘I saw in the night visions, 
and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came—not to 
the earth, but—‘to the Ancient of Days, and they brought Him near before Him.’ Daniel 
7:13.
DANIEL 8:14; REVELATION 14:6; DANIEL 7:13 & MALACHI 3:1

“This coming is foretold also by the prophet Malachi: ‘The Lord, whom ye seek, 
shall suddenly come to His temple, even the Messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight 
in: behold, He shall come, saith the Lord of hosts.’ Malachi 3:1. The coming of the Lord 
to His temple was sudden, unexpected, to His people. They were not looking for Him 
there. They expected Him to come to earth, ‘in flaming fire taking vengeance on them 
that know not God, and that obey not the gospel.’ 2 Thessalonians 1:8.
PURIFICATION PROCESS CONTINUES BEYOND 1844

“But the people were not yet ready to meet their Lord. There was still a work of 
preparation to be accomplished for them. Light was to be given, directing their minds 
to the temple of God in heaven; and as they should by faith follow their High Priest in 
His ministration there, new duties would be revealed. Another message of warning and 
instruction was to be given to the church.
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THREE ANGEL’S MESSAGES REPRESENT A PURIFICATION PROCESS
“Says the prophet: ‘Who may abide the day of His coming? and who shall stand 

when He appeareth? for He is like a refiner’s fire, and like fullers’ soap: and He shall sit 
as a refiner and purifier of silver: and He shall purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as 
gold and silver, that they may offer unto the Lord an offering in righteousness.’ Malachi 
3:2, 3. Those who are living upon the earth when the intercession of Christ shall cease in 
the sanctuary above are to stand in the sight of a holy God without a mediator. Their 
robes must be spotless, their characters must be purified from sin by the blood of 
sprinkling. Through the grace of God and their own diligent effort they must be 
conquerors in the battle with evil. While the investigative judgment is going forward in 
heaven, while the sins of penitent believers are being removed from the sanctuary, there 
is to be a special work of purification, of putting away of sin, among God’s people upon 
earth. This work is more clearly presented in the messages of Revelation 14.

“When this work shall have been accomplished, the followers of Christ will be 
ready for His appearing. ‘Then shall the offering of Judah and Jerusalem be pleasant unto 
the Lord, as in the days of old, and as in former years.’ Malachi 3:4. Then the church 
which our Lord at His coming is to receive to Himself will be a ‘glorious church, not 
having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing.’ Ephesians 5:27. Then she will look ‘forth as 
the morning, fair as the moon, clear as the sun, and terrible as an army with banners.’ 
Song of Solomon 6:10.

“Besides the coming of the Lord to His temple, Malachi also foretells His second 
advent, His coming for the execution of the judgment, in these words: ‘And I will come 
near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness against the sorcerers, and against 
the adulterers, and against false swearers, and against those that oppress the hireling in 
his wages, the widow, and the fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger from his right, 
and fear not Me, saith the Lord of hosts.’ Malachi 3:5. Jude refers to the same scene when 
he says, ‘Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of His saints, to execute judgment 
upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds.’ 
Jude 14, 15. This coming, and the coming of the Lord to His temple, are distinct and 
separate events.
DANIEL 8:14; 7:13; MALACHI 3:1 & THE PARABLE OF THE TEN VIRGINS

“The coming of Christ as our high priest to the most holy place, for the cleansing 
of the sanctuary, brought to view in Daniel 8:14; the coming of the Son of man to the 
Ancient of Days , as presented in Daniel 7:13; and the coming of the Lord to His 
temple, foretold by Malachi, are descriptions of the same event; and this is also 
represented by the coming of the bridegroom to the marriage, described by Christ in 
the parable of the ten virgins, of Matthew 25.
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CHRIST RECEIVES HIS KINGDOM
“In the summer and autumn of 1844 the proclamation, ‘Behold, the Bridegroom 

cometh,’ was given. The two classes represented by the wise and foolish virgins were 
then developed–one class who looked with joy to the Lord’s appearing, and who had 
been diligently preparing to meet Him; another class that, influenced by fear and acting 
from impulse, had been satisfied with a theory of the truth, but were destitute of the grace 
of God. In the parable, when the bridegroom came, ‘they that were ready went in with 
him to the marriage.’ The coming of the bridegroom, here brought to view, takes place 
before the marriage. The marriage represents the reception by Christ of His kingdom. 
The Holy City, the New Jerusalem, which is the capital and representative of the 
kingdom, is called ‘the bride, the Lamb’s wife.’ Said the angel to John: ‘Come hither, I 
will show thee the bride, the Lamb’s wife.’ ‘He carried me away in the spirit,’ says the 
prophet, ‘and showed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven 
from God.’ Revelation 21:9, 10. Clearly, then, the bride represents the Holy City, and the 
virgins that go out to meet the bridegroom are a symbol of the church. In the Revelation 
the people of God are said to be the guests at the marriage supper. Revelation 19:9. If 
guests, they cannot be represented also as the bride. Christ, as stated by the prophet 
Daniel, will receive from the Ancient of Days in heaven, ‘dominion, and glory, and a 
kingdom;’ He will receive the New Jerusalem, the capital of His kingdom, ‘prepared as a 
bride adorned for her husband.’ Daniel 7:14; Revelation 21:2. Having received the 
kingdom, He will come in His glory, as King of kings and Lord of lords, for the 
redemption of His people, who are to ‘sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob,’ at 
His table in His kingdom (Matthew 8:11; Luke 22:30), to partake of the marriage supper 
of the Lamb.

“The proclamation, ‘Behold, the Bridegroom cometh,’ in the summer of 1844, led 
thousands to expect the immediate advent of the Lord. At the appointed time the 
Bridegroom came, not to the earth, as the people expected, but to the Ancient of Days in 
heaven, to the marriage, the reception of His kingdom. ‘They that were ready went in 
with Him to the marriage: and the door was shut.’ They were not to be present in person 
at the marriage; for it takes place in heaven, while they are upon the earth. The followers 
of Christ are to ‘wait for their Lord, when He will return from the wedding.’ Luke 12:36. 
But they are to understand His work, and to follow Him by faith as He goes in before 
God. It is in this sense that they are said to go in to the marriage.

“In the parable it was those that had oil in their vessels with their lamps that went 
in to the marriage. Those who, with a knowledge of the truth from the Scriptures, had 
also the Spirit and grace of God, and who, in the night of their bitter trial, had patiently 
waited, searching the Bible for clearer light—these saw the truth concerning the 
sanctuary in heaven and the Saviour’s change in ministration, and by faith they followed 
Him in His work in the sanctuary above. And all who through the testimony of the 
Scriptures accept the same truths, following Christ by faith as He enters in before God to 
perform the last work of mediation, and at its close to receive His kingdom—all these are 
represented as going in to the marriage.
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DANIEL 8:14; 7:13; MALACHI 3:1; MATTHEW 25 & 22
“In the parable of Matthew 22 the same figure of the marriage is introduced, 

and the investigative judgment is clearly represented as taking place before the marriage. 
Previous to the wedding the king comes in to see the guests, to see if all are attired in the 
wedding garment, the spotless robe of character washed and made white in the blood of 
the Lamb. Matthew 22:11; Revelation 7:14. He who is found wanting is cast out, but all 
who upon examination are seen to have the wedding garment on are accepted of God and 
accounted worthy of a share in His kingdom and a seat upon His throne. This work of 
examination of character, of determining who are prepared for the kingdom of God, is 
that of the investigative judgment, the closing of work in the sanctuary above.

“When the work of investigation shall be ended, when the cases of those who in 
all ages have professed to be followers of Christ have been examined and decided, then, 
and not till then, probation will close, and the door of mercy will be shut. Thus in the one 
short sentence, ‘They that were ready went in with Him to the marriage: and the door was 
shut,’ we are carried down through the Saviour’s final ministration, to the time when the 
great work for man's salvation shall be completed.

“In the service of the earthly sanctuary, which, as we have seen, is a figure of the 
service in the heavenly, when the high priest on the Day of Atonement entered the most 
holy place, the ministration in the first apartment ceased. God commanded: ‘There shall 
be no man in the tabernacle of the congregation when he goeth in to make an atonement 
in the holy place, until he comes out.’ Leviticus 16:17. So when Christ entered the holy of 
holies to perform the closing work of the atonement, He ceased His ministration in the 
first apartment. But when the ministration in the first apartment ended, the ministration in 
the second apartment began. When in the typical service the high priest left the holy on 
the Day of Atonement, he went in before God to present the blood of the sin offering in 
behalf of all Israel who truly repented of their sins. So Christ had only completed one part 
of His work as our intercessor, to enter upon another portion of the work, and He still 
pleaded His blood before the Father in behalf of sinners.

“This subject was not understood by Adventists in 1844. After the passing of the 
time when the Saviour was expected, they still believed His coming to be near; they held 
that they had reached an important crisis and that the work of Christ as man’s intercessor 
before God had ceased. It appeared to them to be taught in the Bible that man’s probation 
would close a short time before the actual coming of the Lord in the clouds of heaven. 
This seemed evident from those scriptures which point to a time when men will seek, 
knock, and cry at the door of mercy, and it will not be opened. And it was a question with 
them whether the date to which they had looked for the coming of Christ might not rather 
mark the beginning of this period which was immediately to precede His coming. Having 
given the warning of the judgment near, they felt that their work for the world was done, 
and they lost their burden of soul for the salvation of sinners, while the bold and 
blasphemous scoffing of the ungodly seemed to them another evidence that the Spirit of 
God had been withdrawn from the rejecters of His mercy. All this confirmed them in the 
belief that probation had ended, or, as they then expressed it, ‘the door of mercy was 
shut.’
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“But clearer light came with the investigation of the sanctuary question. They now 
saw that they were correct in believing that the end of the 2300 days in 1844 marked an 
important crisis. But while it was true that that door of hope and mercy by which men had 
for eighteen hundred years found access to God, was closed, another door was opened, 
and forgiveness of sins was offered to men through the intercession of Christ in the most 
holy. One part of His ministration had closed, only to give place to another. There was 
still an ‘open door’ to the heavenly sanctuary, where Christ was ministering in the sinner's 
behalf.
DANIEL 8:14; 7:13; MALACHI 3:1; MATTHEW 25; 22 & REVELATION 3:7 ,8

“Now was seen the application of those words of Christ in the Revelation, 
addressed to the church at this very time: ‘These things saith He that is holy, He that is 
true, He that hath the key of David, He that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth, 
and no man openeth; I know thy works: behold, I have set before thee an open door, and 
no man can shut it.’ Revelation 3:7, 8.
THE JEWS SHUT DOOR

“It is those who by faith follow Jesus in the great work of the atonement who 
receive the benefits of His mediation in their behalf, while those who reject the light 
which brings to view this work of ministration are not benefited thereby. The Jews who 
rejected the light given at Christ's first advent, and refused to believe on Him as the 
Saviour of the world, could not receive pardon through Him. When Jesus at His 
ascension entered by His own blood into the heavenly sanctuary to shed upon His 
disciples the blessings of His mediation, the Jews were left in total darkness to 
continue their useless sacrifices and offerings. The ministration of types and shadows had 
ceased. That door by which men had formerly found access to God was no longer open. 
The Jews had refused to seek Him in the only way whereby He could then be found, 
through the ministration in the sanctuary in heaven. Therefore they found no communion 
with God. To them the door was shut. They had no knowledge of Christ as the true 
sacrifice and the only mediator before God; hence they could not receive the benefits of 
His mediation.
THE JEWS ILLUSTRATE REJECTION OF A WARNING MESSAGE

“The condition of the unbelieving Jews illustrates the condition of the careless 
and unbelieving among professed Christians, who are willingly ignorant of the work of 
our merciful High Priest. In the typical service, when the high priest entered the most 
holy place, all Israel were required to gather about the sanctuary and in the most solemn 
manner humble their souls before God, that they might receive the pardon of their sins 
and not be cut off from the congregation. How much more essential in this antitypical 
Day of Atonement that we understand the work of our High Priest and know what duties 
are required of us.
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STRONG DELUSION
“Men cannot with impunity reject the warning which God in mercy sends them. A 

message was sent from heaven to the world in Noah’s day, and their salvation 
depended upon the manner in which they treated that message. Because they rejected 
the warning, the Spirit of God was withdrawn from the sinful race, and they perished in 
the waters of the Flood. In the time of Abraham, mercy ceased to plead with the guilty 
inhabitants of Sodom, and all but Lot with his wife and two daughters were consumed by 
the fire sent down from heaven. So in the days of Christ. The Son of God declared to the 
unbelieving Jews of that generation: ‘Your house is left unto you desolate.’ Matthew 
23:38. Looking down to the last days, the same Infinite Power declares, concerning 
those who ‘received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved’: ‘For this cause 
God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: that they all might be 
damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.’ 2 Thessalonians 
2:10- 12. As they reject the teachings of His word, God withdraws His Spirit and leaves 
them to the deceptions which they love.

“But Christ still intercedes in man’s behalf, and light will be given to those who 
seek it. Though this was not at first understood by Adventists, it was afterward made 
plain as the Scriptures which define their true position began to open before them.

“The passing of the time in 1844 was followed by a period of great trial to those 
who still held the advent faith. Their only relief, so far as ascertaining their true position 
was concerned, was the light which directed their minds to the sanctuary above. Some 
renounced their faith in their former reckoning of the prophetic periods and 
ascribed to human or satanic agencies the powerful influence of the Holy Spirit 
which had attended the advent movement. Another class firmly held that the Lord had 
led them in their past experience; and as they waited and watched and prayed to know the 
will of God they saw that their great High Priest had entered upon another work of 
ministration, and, following Him by faith, they were led to see also the closing work of 
the church. They had a clearer understanding of the first and second angels’ messages, 
and were prepared to receive and give to the world the solemn warning of the third angel 
of Revelation 14.”

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APPENDIX TO NUMBER THREE

There are only a few topics identified in the Bible as subjects that all of the 
prophets spoke about. One of those topics is the development of the 
144,000. In Revelation 10:7, the mystery of God is primarily dealing with

the development of the 144,000, although the standard and correct understanding of the 
mystery of God is the incarnation—Christ in us, the hope of glory. The incarnation is 
what the 144,000 will perfectly demonstrate, but the finishing of the mystery of God 
during the sounding of the seventh trumpet is addressing the 144,000. During the time-
period of the sounding of the seventh trumpet and the accomplishment of the third woe 
the mystery of God will be finished, human probation will close, Christ will cease His 
work in the sanctuary above. The following passages are evidence that this is a subject 
that all the prophets spoke about.

THE SOUNDING OF THE SEVENTH ANGEL

In fire and flood and earthquake He is warning the inhabitants of this 
earth of His near approach. The time is nearing when the great crisis in the history of the 
world will have come, when every movement in the government of God will be watched 
with intense interest and inexpressible apprehension. In quick succession the judgments 
of God will follow one another—fire and flood and earthquake, with war and bloodshed.

“Oh, that the people might know the time of their visitation! There are many who 
have not yet heard the testing truth for this time. There are many with whom the Spirit of 
God is striving. The time of God’s destructive judgments is the time of mercy for those 
who have had no opportunity to learn what is truth. Tenderly will the Lord look upon 
them. His heart of mercy is touched; His hand is still stretched out to save, while the 
door is closed to those who would not enter.”

THE LATTER RAIN BEGINS AT THE LOUD CRY

“1. On page 33 is given the following: ‘I saw that the holy Sabbath is, and will be, 
the separating wall between the true Israel of God and unbelievers; and that the Sabbath 
is the great question to unite the hearts of God’s dear, waiting saints. I saw that God had 
children who do not see and keep the Sabbath. They have not rejected the light upon it. 
And at the commencement of the time of trouble, we were filled with the Holy Ghost as 
we went forth and proclaimed the Sabbath more fully.’
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“This view was given in 1847 when there were but very few of the Advent 
brethren observing the Sabbath, and of these but few supposed that its observance was of 
sufficient importance to draw a line between the people of God and unbelievers.

‘The commencement of that time of 
trouble,’ here mentioned does not refer to the time when the plagues shall begin to be 
poured out, but to a short period just before they are poured out, while Christ is in the 
sanctuary. At that time, while the work of salvation is closing, trouble will be coming on 
the earth, and the nations will be angry, yet held in check so as not to prevent the work 
of the third angel. At that time the ‘latter rain,’ or refreshing from the presence of the 
Lord, will come, to give power to the loud voice of the third angel, and prepare the 
saints to stand in the period when the seven last plagues shall be poured out.” Appendix 
to Early Writings, 85.

The first and second 
angel’s messages are still truth for this time, and are to run parallel with this which 
follows. The third angel proclaims his warning with a loud voice. ‘After these things,’ 
said John, ‘I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power, and the 
earth was lightened with his glory.’ In this illumination, the light of all the three 
messages is combined.” The 1888 Materials, 804.
THE BURDEN OF OUR WORK

“The great message, combining the first, second, and third angels’ messages, is 
to be given to the world. This is to be the burden of our work.” The Seventh-day Adventist 
Bible Commentary, volume 7, 949.

LINE UPON LINE
“I am often referred to the parable of the ten virgins, five of whom were wise, and 

five foolish. This parable has been and will be fulfilled to the very letter. . .” Review and 
Herald, August 19, 1890.
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“There is a delay in the coming of the Bridegroom in order that all may have an 
opportunity to hear the last message of mercy to a fallen world. The first and second 
angels’ messages are all united and complete in the third: ‘And the third angel 
followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and 
receive his mark in his forehead or in his hand, the same shall drink of the wine of the 
wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of His indignation; and 
he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in 
the presence of the Lamb.’

“John was shown these things in holy vision. He saw the company represented by 
the five wise virgins, with their lamps trimmed and burning, and he exclaimed in rapture, 
‘Here is the patience of the saints; here are they that keep the commandments of 
God and the faith of Jesus. And I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Write, 
Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord from henceforth: Yea, saith the Spirit, that 
they may rest from their labors; and their works do follow them.’

“Many who heard the first and second angels’ messages thought they would live 
to see Christ coming in the clouds of heaven. Had all who claimed to believe the truth 
acted their part as wise virgins, the message would ere this have been proclaimed to every 
nation, kindred, tongue, and people. But five were wise and five were foolish. The truth 
should have been proclaimed by the ten virgins, but only five had made the provision 
essential to join that company who walked in the light that had come to them. The third 
angel’s message was needed. This proclamation was to be made. Many who went forth to 
meet the Bridegroom under the messages of the first and second angels, refused the third 
angel’s message, the last testing message to be given to the world.

And in her was 
found the blood of prophets, and of saints, and of all that were slain upon the earth.’

LINE UPON LINE
“After these seven thunders uttered their voices, the injunction comes to John as 

to Daniel in regard to the little book: ‘Seal up those things which the seven thunders 
uttered.’ These relate to future events which will be disclosed in their order.” The 
Seventh-day Adventist Bible Commentary, volume 7, 971.

Christ the Mighty Angel descended in Revelation ten on the 11th of August, 1840. 
His descent took place at the collapse of a power from the bottomless pit in Bible 
prophecy—Islam. The collapse was in fulfillment of a prophecy located in Revelation 
9:15.

Christ the other Angel of Revelation eighteen descended in 1989. His descent 
took place at the collapse of a power from the bottomless pit in of Bible prophecy—
atheism. The collapse was in fulfillment of a prophecy located in Daniel 11:40.

When Christ descended in Revelation ten, in fulfillment of Revelation 9:15, the 
first angel’s message empowered the Philadelphian church.

When Christ descended in Revelation eighteen, in fulfillment of Daniel 11:40, the 
fourth angel had the potential to empower the Laodicean church.

The empowerment of the Philadelphian church was brought about by Josiah 
Litch’s publication of the prophecy of Revelation 9:15 identifying the collapse of the 
Ottoman Empire.

The empowerment of the Laodicean church was not brought about, though a 
publication of the prophecy of Daniel 11:40 identifying the collapse of the Soviet Union 
was produced by a Seventh-day Adventist pastor named Louis Were in the 1950’s.

THEY THAT BE WISE
And they that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they 

that turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever.
But thou, O Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the time of the 

end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased.
Then I Daniel looked, and, behold, there stood other two, the one on this side of 

the bank of the river, and the other on that side of the bank of the river. And one said to 
the man clothed in linen, which was upon the waters of the river, How long shall it be to 
the end of these wonders?

And I heard the man clothed in linen, which was upon the waters of the river, 
when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and sware by him that 
liveth for ever that it shall be for a time, times, and an half; and when he shall have 
accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished. 
And I heard, but I understood not: then said I, O my Lord, what shall be the end of these 
things?

And he said, Go thy way, Daniel: for the words are closed up and sealed till the 
time of the end. Many shall be purified, and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall 
do wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand.

A MAN CLOTHED IN LINEN
And in the four and twentieth day of the first month, as I was by the side of the 

great river, which is Hiddekel;
Then I lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a certain man clothed in 

linen, whose loins were girded with fine gold of Uphaz: His body also was like the beryl, 
and his face as the appearance of lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms 
and his feet like in colour to polished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a 
multitude.

And I Daniel alone saw the vision: for the men that were with me saw not the 
vision; but a great quaking fell upon them, so that they fled to hide themselves. Therefore 
I was left alone, and saw this great vision, and there remained no strength in me: for my 
comeliness was turned in me into corruption, and I retained no strength.

Yet heard I the voice of his words: and when I heard the voice of his words, then 
was I in a deep sleep on my face, and my face toward the ground. And, behold, an hand 
touched me, which set me upon my knees and upon the palms of my hands.

And he said unto me, O Daniel, a man greatly beloved, understand the words that 
I speak unto thee, and stand upright: for unto thee am I now sent. And when he had 
spoken this word unto me, I stood trembling. Daniel 10:4–11.

FOR THOSE WHO SHOULD LIVE IN THE LATTER DAYS
“At the time of Gabriel’s visit, the prophet Daniel was unable to receive further 

instruction; but a few years afterward, desiring to know more of subjects not yet fully 
explained, he again set himself to seek light and wisdom from God. ‘In those days I 
Daniel was mourning three full weeks. I ate no pleasant bread, neither came flesh nor 
wine in my mouth, neither did I anoint myself at all. . . . Then I lifted up mine eyes, and 
looked, and behold a certain man clothed in linen whose loins were girded with fine gold 
of Uphaz. His body also was like the beryl, and his face as the appearance of lightning, 
and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in color to polished brass, and 
the voice of his words like the voice of a multitude.’

“No less a personage than the Son of God appeared to Daniel. This description 
is similar to that given by John when Christ was revealed to him upon the Isle of Patmos. 
Our Lord now comes with another heavenly messenger to teach Daniel what would take 
place in the latter days. This knowledge was given to Daniel and recorded by 
inspiration for us upon whom the ends of the world are come.

“The great truths revealed by the world’s Redeemer are for those who search for 
truth as for hid treasures. Daniel was an aged man. His life had been passed amid the 
fascinations of a heathen court, his mind cumbered with the affairs of a great empire; yet 
he turns aside from all these to afflict his soul before God, and seek a knowledge of the
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purposes of the Most High. And in response to his supplications, light from the heavenly 
courts was communicated for those who should live in the latter days. With what 
earnestness, then, should we seek God, that he may open our understanding to 
comprehend the truths brought to us from Heaven.

“‘And I Daniel alone saw the vision ; for the men that were with me saw not the 
vision; but a great quaking fell upon them, so that they fled to hide themselves. . . . And 
there remained no strength in me; for my comeliness was turned in me into corruption, 
and I retained no strength.’ Such will be the experience of every one who is truly 
sanctified. The clearer their views of the greatness, glory, and perfection of Christ, the 
more vividly will they see their own weakness and imperfection. They will have no 
disposition to claim a sinless character; that which has appeared right and comely in 
themselves will, in contrast with Christ’s purity and glory, appear only as unworthy and 
corruptible. It is when men are separated from God, when they have very indistinct views 
of Christ, that they say, ‘I am sinless; I am sanctified.’

“Gabriel then appeared to the prophet, and thus addressed him; ‘O Daniel, a man 
greatly beloved, understand the words that I speak unto thee, and stand upright; for unto 
thee am I now sent. And when he had spoken this word unto me, I stood trembling. Then 
said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel; for from the first day that thou didst set thine heart to 
understand, and to chasten thyself before thy God, thy words were heard, and I am come 
for thy words.’

“What great honor was shown to Daniel by the Majesty of Heaven! He comforts 
his trembling servant, and assures him that his prayer was heard in Heaven, and that in 
answer to that fervent petition, the angel Gabriel was sent to affect the heart of the 
Persian king. The monarch had resisted the impressions of the Spirit of God during the 
three weeks while Daniel was fasting and praying, but Heaven’s Prince, the archangel, 
Michael, was sent to turn the heart of the stubborn king to take some decided action to 
answer the prayer of Daniel.

“‘And when he had spoken such words unto me, I set my face toward the ground, 
and I became dumb. And behold, one like the similitude of the sons of men touched my 
lips. . . . And said, O man greatly beloved, fear not: peace be unto thee; be strong, yea, be 
strong. And when he had spoken unto me, I was strengthened, and said, Let my lord 
speak; for thou hast strengthened me.’ So great was the divine glory revealed to Daniel 
that he could not endure the sight. Then the messenger of Heaven veiled the brightness 
of his presence and appeared to the prophet as ‘one like the similitude of the sons of 
men.’ By his divine power he strengthened this man of integrity and of faith, to hear the 
message sent to him from God.

“Daniel was a devoted servant of the Most High. His long life was filled up with 
noble deeds of service for his Master. His purity of character, and unwavering fidelity, are 
equaled only by his humility of heart and his contrition before God. We repeat, The life of 
Daniel is an inspired illustration of true sanctification.” Review and Herald, February 8, 
1888.
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WHAT SHALL BEFALL THY PEOPLE

Now I am come to make thee understand what shall befall thy people in the 
latter days: for yet the vision is for many days. Daniel 10:14.

THE ANGEL OF THE COVENANT.
“And what a representation is given in Revelation 7 for our consideration and 

comfort and encouragement! The four angels are commissioned to do a work upon the 
earth. But One who purchased the world by giving Himself for its ransom has a chosen 
few. Who? Those who are keeping all of the commandments of God and have the faith of 
Jesus.

“John’s attention was called to another scene: ‘And I saw another angel ascending 
from the east, having the seal of the living God’ (Rev. 7:2). Who is this? The Angel of 
the covenant. He comes from the sunrising. He is the Dayspring from on high. He is the 
Light of the world. ‘In Him was life; and the life was the light of men’ (John 1:4). This is 
the One Isaiah describes: ‘Unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given: and the 
government shall be upon His shoulder; and His name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counselor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace’ (Isa. 9:6). He 
cried, as One who had superiority over the hosts of angels in heaven ‘to whom it was 
given to hurt the earth, and the sea, saying, “hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the 
trees, till we have sealed the servants of our God in their foreheads”’ (Rev. 7:2, 3).

“Here is the divine and human united. The command is given to the four angels to 
hold in check the four winds until they receive His summons. Read the entire chapter. 
The cry, ‘Hurt not,’ is uttered by the Restorer, the Redeemer.

“Judgment and wrath were to be repressed only for a little space until a certain 
work was done. The message, the last message of warning and mercy, has been retarded 
in doing its work by the selfish love of money, the selfish love of ease, and the unfitness 
of man to do a work that needs to be done. The angel that is to lighten the earth with His 
glory has waited for human instrumentalities through whom the light of heaven could 
shine, and they thus cooperate to give, in its sacred, solemn importance, the message 
which is to decide the destiny of the world.

“But the churches are not awake. New life must enter into the churches. The last 
work of warning and mercy for a fallen world is being done. None are to be deceived, 
thinking to lay their individual work on somebody else. When this probationary time 
shall close, there is no opportunity for those who have received the warning message, the 
proclamation of pardon and salvation, and have refused—have turned from light and 
truth and accepted fables—to be justified. There is no second bidding to the marriage 
feast, no intermediate state when another call will be made to come to the heavenly feast.
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“Now is the time to work, just now. There is not a moment to lose. All national, 
denominational, and sectarian distinctions between rank and rank, between caste 
and caste, are lost. The message is to be proclaimed in the highways and byways and 
hedges. Every human agent is merging his character under one of two heads—the Prince 
of Life and the prince of darkness. To those who receive Christ He gives power to 
become loyal sons of God. They keep His commandments. The benediction rests upon 
them, ‘Blessed are they that do His commandments, that they may have right to the tree 
of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city’ (Rev. 22:14). The commandment 
breakers are left outside with the false shepherds whom they believed, and with 
‘whosoever loveth and maketh a lie’ (Rev. 22:15).” Manuscript Releases, volume 15, 
221–223.

THIS MIGHTIEST OF ANGELS
“If such scenes as this are to come, such tremendous judgments on a guilty world, 

where will be the refuge for God’s people? How will they be sheltered until the 
indignation be overpast? John sees the elements of nature—earthquake, tempest, and 
political strife—represented as being held by four angels. These winds are under control 
until God gives the word to let them go. There is the safety of God’s church. The angels 
of God do His bidding, holding back the winds of the earth, that the winds should not 
blow on the earth, nor on the sea, nor on any tree, until the servants of God should be 
sealed in their foreheads. The mighty angel is seen ascending from the east (or 
sunrising). This mightiest of angels has in his hand the seal of the living God, or of Him 
who alone can give life, who can inscribe upon the foreheads the mark or inscription, to 
whom shall be granted immortality, eternal life. It is the voice of this highest angel that 
had authority to command the four angels to keep in check the four winds until this work 
was performed, and until he should give the summons to let them loose.” Testimonies to 
Ministers, 444.

ONE MAN CLOTHED WITH LINEN
“The true people of God, who have the spirit of the work of the Lord and the 

salvation of souls at heart, will ever view sin in its real, sinful character. They will always 
be on the side of faithful and plain dealing with sins which easily beset the people of 
God. Especially in the closing work for the church, in the sealing time of the one hundred 
and forty-four thousand who are to stand without fault before the throne of God, will they 
feel most deeply the wrongs of God’s professed people. This is forcibly set forth by the 
prophet’s illustration of the last work under the figure of the men each having a slaughter 
weapon in his hand. One man among them was clothed with linen, with a writer’s 
inkhorn by his side.

“Honored by men with the responsibilities of state and with the secrets of 
kingdoms bearing universal sway, Daniel was honored by God as His ambassador, and 
was given many revelations of the mysteries of ages to come. His wonderful prophecies, 
as recorded by him in chapters 7 to 12 of the book bearing his name, were not fully 
understood even by the prophet himself; but before his life labors closed, he was given 
the blessed assurance that ‘at the end of the days’—in the closing period of this world’s 
history—he would again be permitted to stand in his lot and place. It was not given 
him to understand all that God had revealed of the divine purpose. ‘Shut up the words, 
and seal the book,’ he was directed concerning his prophetic writings; these were to be 
sealed ‘even to the time of the end.’ ‘Go thy way, Daniel,’ the angel once more directed 
the faithful messenger of Jehovah; ‘for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of 
the end. . . . Go thou thy way till the end be: for thou shalt rest, and stand in thy lot at the 
end of the days.’

“As we near the close of this world’s history, the prophecies recorded by Daniel 
demand our special attention, as they relate to the very time in which we are living. With 
them should be linked the teachings of the last book of the New Testament Scriptures. 
Satan has led many to believe that the prophetic portions of the writings of Daniel and of 
John the revelator cannot be understood. But the promise is plain that special blessing 
will accompany the study of these prophecies. ‘The wise shall understand’ (verse 10), 
was spoken of the visions of Daniel that were to be unsealed in the latter days; and of the 
revelation that Christ gave to His servant John for the guidance of God’s people all 
through the centuries, the promise is, ‘Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the 
words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein.’

A DOUBLE CLEANSING

to the churches. The second angel’s message is, ‘Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great 
city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication’ 
Revelation 14:8. And in the loud cry of the third angel’s message a voice is heard from 
heaven saying, ‘Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that 
ye receive not of her plagues. For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath 
remembered her iniquities’ Revelation 18:4, 5.” Selected Messages, book 2, 118.

“Daniel writes: ‘I heard the man clothed in linen, which was upon the waters of 
the river, when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and sware by him 
that liveth forever that it shall be for a time, times, and an half; and when he shall have 
accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished. 
And I heard, but I understood not: then said I, O my Lord, what shall be the end of these 
things?

“This world is a theatre. The actors, the inhabitants of the world, are preparing to 
act their part in the last great drama. God is lost sight of. There is no unity of purpose, 
except as parties of men confederate to gain their ends. God is looking on. His purposes 
in regard to his rebellious subjects will be fulfilled. The world has not been given into the 
hands of men, though God is permitting the elements of confusion and disorder to bear 
sway for a season. A power from beneath is working to bring about the last great scenes 
in the drama,—Satan coming as Christ, and working with all deceivableness of 
unrighteousness in those who are binding themselves together in secret societies. Those 
who are yielding to the passion for confederation are working out the plans of the enemy. 
The cause will be followed by the effect.

“Transgression has almost reached its limit. Confusion fills the world, and a great 
terror is soon to come upon human beings. And the end is very near. We who know the 
truth should be preparing for what is soon to break upon the world as an overwhelming 
surprise.

“God permits men to work out the purposes he would have saved them from had 
they kept his commandments. When in the face of light and evidence, they refuse to obey, 
they must reap the harvest of the seed they have sown. ‘Many shall be purified, and 
made white and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the wicked shall 
understand.’ The wicked have chosen Satan as their leader. Under his control the 
wonderful faculties of the mind are used to construct agencies of destruction. God has 
given the human mind great power, power to show that the Creator has endowed man 
with ability to do a great work against the enemy of all righteousness, power to show 
what victories may be gained in the conflict against evil. To those who fulfill God’s 
purpose, for them will be spoken the words, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; thou 
hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou 
into the joy of thy Lord.’ The human machinery has been used to do a work that is a 
blessing to humanity; and God is glorified.” Bible Training School, February 1, 1903.

DESTROYED FOR LACK OF KNOWLEDGE

My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected 
knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast 
forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children. Hosea 4:6.

“The end of all things is at hand. God is moving upon every mind that is open to 
receive the impressions of his Holy Spirit. He is sending out messengers that they may 
give the warning in every locality. God is testing the devotion of his churches and their 
willingness to render obedience to the Spirit’s guidance. Knowledge is to be increased. 
The messengers of Heaven are to be seen running to and fro, seeking in every possible 
way to warn the people of the coming judgments, and presenting the glad tidings of 
salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ. The standard of righteousness is to be exalted.

“There is no greater evidence that those who have received great light do not 
appreciate that light, than is given by their refusal to let their light shine upon those who 
are in darkness, and devoting their time and energies in celebrating forms and 
ceremonies. Thoughts of the inner work, the necessary purity of heart, are not entertained. 
The absence of harmony with God becomes apparent. The light grows dim, goes out; the 
candlestick has been removed. There is much exercising of man-made authority by those 
to whom God has not given his wisdom because they did not feel the
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need of the wisdom from above. This wisdom, ‘first pure, then peaceable, gentle, easy to 
be entreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy,’ is 
contrary to their disposition. They have not the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit, with 
which the believer in Jesus should be adorned. They do not represent the meek and lowly 
Carpenter of Nazareth. They set aside as of little value that which God has said ‘is of 
great price.’”

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THE SACRED VOLUMES
“When Christ came to this earth, the traditions that had been handed down from 

generation to generation, and the human interpretation of the Scriptures, hid from men 
the truth as it is in Jesus. The truth was buried beneath a mass of tradition. The spiritual 
import of the sacred volumes was lost; for in their unbelief men locked the door of the 
heavenly treasure. Darkness covered the earth, and gross darkness the people. Truth 
looked down from heaven to earth; but nowhere was revealed the divine impress.

“There in His open hand lay the book, the roll of the history of God’s 
providences, the prophetic history of nations and the church. Herein was contained 
the divine utterances, His authority, His commandments, His laws, the whole symbolic 
counsel of the Eternal, and the history of all ruling powers in the nations. In symbolic 
language was contained in that roll the influence of every nation, tongue, and people from 
the beginning of earth’s history to its close.

“This roll was written within and without. John says: ‘I wept much, because no 
man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon’ [verse 4].

THOSE THINGS WHICH HAVE BEEN, WILL BE REPEATED

Thus saith the Lord the King of Israel, and his redeemer the Lord of hosts; I am 

the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God. And who, as I, shall call, and 
shall declare it, and set it in order for me, since I appointed the ancient people? and the 
things that are coming, and shall come, let them show unto them. Fear ye not, neither be 
afraid: have not I told thee from that time, and have declared it? ye are even my 
witnesses. Is there a God beside me? yea, there is no God; I know not any. Isaiah 44:6–8.
THE PROPHECY IN THE ELEVENTH OF DANIEL

“We have no time to lose. Troublous times are before us. The world is stirred with 
the spirit of war. Soon the scenes of trouble spoken of in the prophecies will take place. 
The prophecy in the eleventh of Daniel has nearly reached its complete fulfillment.
Much of the history that has taken place in fulfillment of this prophecy will be 
repeated. In the thirtieth verse a power is spoken of that ‘shall be grieved, and return, and 
have indignation against the holy covenant: so shall he do; he shall even return, and have 
intelligence with them that forsake the holy covenant.

And some of them of understanding shall fall, to try them, 
and to purge, and to make them white, even to the time of the end: because it
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is yet for a time appointed. And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt 
himself, and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvellous things against 
the God of gods, and shall prosper till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is 
determined shall be done.’

PERGAMOS & THYATIRA
And to the angel of the church in Pergamos write; These things saith he which 

hath the sharp sword with two edges; I know thy works and where thou dwellest, even 
where Satan’s seat is: and thou holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even 
in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where
Satan dwelleth.

But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there them that hold the 
doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumblingblock before the children of 
Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication. So hast thou also 
them that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitanes, which thing I hate.

Repent; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will fight against them with the 
sword of my mouth. He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the 
churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give 
him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he 
that receiveth it.

And unto the angel of the church in Thyatira write; These things saith the Son of 
God, who hath his eyes like unto a flame of fire, and his feet are like fine brass; I know 
thy works, and charity, and service, and faith, and thy patience, and thy works; and the 
last to be more than the first.

Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because thou sufferest that 
woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce my servants to 
commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols. And I gave her space to repent 
of her fornication; and she repented not. Behold, I will cast her into a bed, and them that 
commit adultery with her into great tribulation, except they repent of their deeds. And I 
will kill her children with death; and all the churches shall know that I am he which 
searcheth the reins and hearts: and I will give unto every one of you according to your 
works.

But unto you I say, and unto the rest in Thyatira, as many as have not this 
doctrine, and which have not known the depths of Satan, as they speak; I will put upon 
you none other burden. But that which ye have already hold fast till I come.
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And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the end, to him will I give 
power over the nations: And he shall rule them with a rod of iron; as the vessels of a 
potter shall they be broken to shivers: even as I received of my Father. And I will give 
him the morning star. He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the 
churches. Revelation 2:12–29.

THE BLACK & PALE HORSES
And when he had opened the third seal, I heard the third beast say, Come and 

see. And I beheld, and lo a black horse; and he that sat on him had a pair of balances in 
his hand. And I heard a voice in the midst of the four beasts say, A measure of wheat for a 
penny, and three measures of barley for a penny; and see thou hurt not the oil and the 
wine.

In the ninth year of Hoshea the king of Assyria took Samaria, and carried Israel 
away into Assyria, and placed them in Halah and in Habor by the river of Gozan, and in 
the cities of the Medes. Until the Lord removed Israel out of his sight, as he had said by 
all his servants the prophets. So was Israel carried away out of their own land to 
Assyria unto this day. 2 Kings 17:6, 23.

James Usher’s Chronology dates this as 723 BC.

THE YEAR 723 BC, PLUS 2,520 YEARS—ENDS IN 1798.

Paganism tramples down the sanctuary and the host for 1260 years and Papalism 
tramples down the sanctuary and host for 1260 years.

“I have seen that the 1843 chart was directed by the hand of the Lord, and that it 
should not be altered; that the figures were as He wanted them; that His hand was over 
and hid a mistake in some of the figures, so that none could see it, until His hand was 
removed.”

And arms shall stand on his part—From 496 through 508 and beyond the military 
and economic support of the seven European kings took up the work of establishing the 
papacy on the throne of the earth.

The first European king to bow to the papacy was Clovis kings of France in 496.
The last of the seven was Arthur king of England in 508.

“They”; the “arms”; the military power of the seven European kings would wage 
warfare that was primarily directed against the city of Rome, the sanctuary of strength 
after the year 330 until 538.

The destruction brought upon the city of Rome “polluted” the city. Sanctuary—
Miqdash, Strongs 4720: 8:11; 9:17. As opposed to qodesh, Strongs

6944: 8:13, 14, 9:26.
“They”; the “arms”; the military power of the seven European kings would 

remove paganism as the official religion of each of their seven countries as they bowed to 
Rome.

Clovis began the process in 496 and Arthur ended it in 508.
When the process was complete the religion of paganism had been “taken away”.

INSTRUCTION ESPECIALLY ADAPTED

“Interwoven with prophecies which they had regarded as applying to the time of 
the second advent was instruction specially adapted to their state of uncertainty and 
suspense, and encouraging them to wait patiently in the faith that what was now dark to 
their understanding would in due time be made plain.

“Among these prophecies was that of Habakkuk 2:1-4: ‘I will stand upon my 
watch, and set me upon the tower, and will watch to see what He will say unto me, and 
what I shall answer when I am reproved. And the Lord answered me, and said, Write the 
vision, and make it plain upon tables, that he may run that readeth it. For the vision is yet 
for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; 
because it will surely come, it will not tarry. Behold, his soul which is lifted up is not 
upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith.’

“As early as 1842 the direction given in this prophecy to ‘write the vision, and 
make it plain upon tables, that he may run that readeth it,’ had suggested to Charles Fitch 
the preparation of a prophetic chart to illustrate the visions of Daniel and the Revelation. 
The publication of this chart was regarded as a fulfillment of the command given by 
Habakkuk. No one, however, then noticed than an apparent delay in the accomplishment
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of the vision—a tarrying time—is presented in the same prophecy. After the 
disappointment, this scripture appeared very significant: ‘The vision is yet for an 
appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; 
because it will surely come, it will not tarry. . . . The just shall live by his faith.’

“A portion of Ezekiel’s prophecy also was a source of strength and comfort to 
believers: ‘The word of the Lord came unto me, saying, Son of man, what is that proverb 
that ye have in the land of Israel, saying, The days are prolonged, and every complete 
vision faileth? Tell them therefore, Thus saith the Lord God. . . . The days are at hand, 
and the effect of every complete vision. . . . I will speak, and the word that I shall speak 
shall come to pass; it shall be no more prolonged.’ ‘They of the house of Israel say, The 
vision that he seeth is for many days to come, and he prophesieth of the times that are far 
off. Therefore say unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; There shall none of My words be 
prolonged any more, but the word which I have spoken shall be done.’ Ezekiel 12:21–25, 
27, 28.

“The waiting ones rejoiced, believing that He who knows the end from the 
beginning had looked down through the ages and, foreseeing their disappointment, had 
given them words of courage and hope.

And now began the 
1260 years of papal oppression foretold in the prophecies of Daniel and the Revelation. 
Daniel 7:25; Revelation 13:5-7.” The Great Controversy, 55.

At the battle of Actium in the year 31BC, pagan Rome conquered the third 
geographical obstacle identified in prophecy, and then ruled the world supremely for 360 
years. At the end of that time period, the year 330, the “time appointed” for the time 
prophecy to conclude—Constantine moved the capital of the Empire from Rome to 
Constantinople.

For the ships of Chittim [Genseric, the second trumpet] shall come against him 
[pagan Rome]: therefore he shall be grieved [the Empire is crumbling], and return, and

with them that forsake the holy covenant [the papacy]. And arms [the military power of

The trumpets began to blow, symbolizing the Providential forces that brought 
about the disintegration of the Roman Empire after Constantine cast down the city of 
Rome as the capital of the Empire. The first four trumpets brought down Western Rome 
by 476, and Mohammed was raised up to oppose the papacy. Therefore the fourth 
trumpet encompasses the history prior to 538 and the fifth trumpet begins after 538.
REVELATION TWO

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“The disciples had been filled with awe and wonder at Christ’s prediction of the 
overthrow of the temple, and they desired to understand more fully the meaning of His 
words. Wealth, labor, and architectural skill had for more than forty years been freely 
expended to enhance its splendors. Herod the Great had lavished upon it both Roman 
wealth and Jewish treasure, and even the emperor of the world had enriched it with his 
gifts. Massive blocks of white marble, of almost fabulous size, forwarded from Rome for 
this purpose, formed a part of its structure; and to these the disciples had called the 
attention of their Master, saying: ‘See what manner of stones and what buildings are 
here!’ Mark 13:1.

“To these words, Jesus made the solemn and startling reply: ‘Verily I say unto 
you, There shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down.’ 
Matthew 24:2.

“With the overthrow of Jerusalem the disciples associated the events of Christ’s 
personal coming in temporal glory to take the throne of universal empire, to punish the 
impenitent Jews, and to break from off the nation the Roman yoke. The Lord had told 
them that He would come the second time. Hence at the mention of judgments upon 
Jerusalem, their minds reverted to that coming; and as they were gathered about the 
Saviour upon the Mount of Olives, they asked: ‘When shall these things be? and what 
shall be the sign of Thy coming, and of the end of the world?’ Verse 3.

“The future was mercifully veiled from the disciples. Had they at that time fully 
comprehend the two awful facts—the Redeemer’s sufferings and death, and the 
destruction of their city and temple—they would have been overwhelmed with horror. 
Christ presented before them an outline of the prominent events to take place before the 
close of time. His words were not then fully understood; but their meaning was to be 
unfolded as His people should need the instruction therein given. The prophecy which He 
uttered was twofold in its meaning; while foreshadowing the destruction of Jerusalem, it 
prefigured also the terrors of the last great day.

“Jesus declared to the listening disciples the judgments that were to fall upon 
apostate Israel, and especially the retributive vengeance that would come upon them for 
their rejection and crucifixion of the Messiah. Unmistakable signs would precede the 
awful climax. The dreaded hour would come suddenly and swiftly. And the Saviour 
warned His followers: ‘When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, 
spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him 
understand:) then let them which be in Judea flee into the mountains.’ Matthew 24:15, 16; 
Luke 21:20, 21. When the idolatrous standards of the Romans should be set up in the 
holy ground, which extended some furlongs outside the city walls, then the followers of 
Christ were to find safety in flight. When the warning sign should be seen, those who 
would escape must make no delay. Throughout the land of Judea, as well as in Jerusalem 
itself, the signal for flight must be immediately obeyed. He who chanced to be upon 
the housetop must not go down into his house, even to save his most valued treasures. 
Those who were working in the fields or vineyards must not take time to return for the 
outer garment laid aside while they should be toiling in the heat of the day. They must not 
hesitate a moment, lest they be involved in the general destruction. . . .
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“All the predictions given by Christ concerning the destruction of Jerusalem were 
fulfilled to the letter. The Jews experienced the truth of His words of warning: ‘With 
what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again.’ Matthew 7:2.

“Signs and wonders appeared, foreboding disaster and doom. In the midst of the 
night an unnatural light shone over the temple and the altar. Upon the clouds at sunset 
were pictured chariots and men of war gathering for battle. The priests ministering by 
night in the sanctuary were terrified by mysterious sounds; the earth trembled, and a 
multitude of voices were heard crying: ‘Let us depart hence.’ The great eastern gate, 
which was so heavy that it could hardly be shut by a score of men, and which was 
secured by immense bars of iron fastened deep in the pavement of solid stone, opened at 
midnight, without visible agency.—Milman, The History of the Jews, book 13.

“For seven years a man continued to go up and down the streets of Jerusalem, 
declaring the woes that were to come upon the city. By day and by night he chanted the 
wild dirge: ‘A voice from the east! a voice from the west! a voice from the four winds! a 
voice against Jerusalem and against the temple! a voice against the bridegrooms and the 
brides! a voice against the whole people!’—Ibid. This strange being was imprisoned and 
scourged, but no complaint escaped his lips. To insult and abuse he answered only: ‘Woe, 
woe to Jerusalem!’ ‘woe, woe to the inhabitants thereof!’ His warning cry ceased not until 
he was slain in the siege he had foretold.

“Not one Christian perished in the destruction of Jerusalem. Christ had given 
His disciples warning, and all who believed His words watched for the promised sign. 
‘When ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies,’ said Jesus, ‘then know that the 
desolation thereof is nigh. Then let them which are in Judea flee to the mountains; and let 
them which are in the midst of it depart out.’ Luke 21:20, 21. After the Romans under 
Cestius had surrounded the city, they unexpectedly abandoned the siege when 
everything seemed favorable for an immediate attack. The besieged, despairing of 
successful resistance, were on the point of surrender, when the Roman general withdrew 
his forces without the least apparent reason. But God's merciful providence was directing 
events for the good of His own people. The promised sign had been given to the waiting 
Christians, and now an opportunity was offered for all who would, to obey the Saviour’s 
warning. Events were so overruled that neither Jews nor Romans should hinder the flight 
of the Christians. Upon the retreat of Cestius, the Jews, sallying from Jerusalem, pursued 
after his retiring army; and while both forces were thus fully engaged, the Christians had 
an opportunity to leave the city. At this time the country also had been cleared of enemies 
who might have endeavored to intercept them. At the time of the siege, the Jews were 
assembled at Jerusalem to keep the Feast of Tabernacles, and thus the Christians 
throughout the land were able to make their escape unmolested. Without delay they fled 
to a place of safety—the city of Pella, in the land of Perea, beyond Jordan.” The Great 
Controversy, 24–30.

“It required a desperate struggle for those who would be faithful to stand firm 
against the deceptions and abominations which were disguised in sacerdotal garments 
and introduced into the church.

For the same reason that 
Cain slew Abel, did those who sought to throw off the restraint of the Holy Spirit, put to 
death God’s people. It was for the same reason that the Jews rejected and crucified the 
Saviour—because the purity and holiness of His character was a constant rebuke to their 
selfishness and corruption. From the days of Christ until now His faithful disciples have 
excited the hatred and opposition of those who love and follow the ways of sin.” The 
Great Controversy, 45–46.

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KNOWLEDGE INCREASED
“The book that was sealed was not the book of Revelation, but that portion of the 

prophecy of Daniel which related to the last days. The Scripture says, ‘But thou, O 
Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the time of the end: many shall run 
to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased’ (Dan. 12:4). When the book was opened, 
the proclamation was made, ‘Time shall be no longer.’ (See Revelation 10:6.) The book 
of Daniel is now unsealed, and the revelation made by Christ to John is to come to all the 
inhabitants of the earth. By the increase of knowledge a people is to be prepared to 
stand in the latter days.

“‘And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, having the everlasting 
gospel to preach unto them that dwell on the earth, and to every nation, and kindred, and 
tongue, and people, saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to him; for the 
hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, 
and the fountains of waters’ (Rev. 14:6, 7).

“This message, if heeded, will call the attention of every nation and kindred 
and tongue and people to a close examination of the Word, and to the true light in 
regard to the power that has changed the seventh-day Sabbath to a spurious sabbath. The 
only true God has been forsaken, His law has been discarded, His sacred Sabbath 
institution has been trampled in the dust by the man of sin.
