Patriarchs and Prophets, p.313

Upon the seventh day, which was the Sabbath, Moses was called up into the cloud. The thick cloud
opened in the sight of all Israel, and the glory of the Lord broke forth like devouring fire. "And Moses
went into the midst of the cloud, and gat him up into the mount; and Moses was in the mount forty
days and forty nights." The forty days' tarry in the mount did not include the six days of preparation.
During the six days Joshua was with Moses, and together they ate of the manna and drank of "the
brook that descended out of the mount." But Joshua did not enter with Moses into the cloud. He
remained without, and continued to eat and drink daily while awaiting the return of Moses, but Moses
fasted during the entire forty days.

Patriarchs and Prophets, p.340

Acts of the Apostles, p.38

Christ's ascension to heaven was the signal that His followers were to receive the promised blessing.
For this they were to wait before they entered upon their work. When Christ passed within the heavenly
gates, He was enthroned amidst the adoration of the angels. As soon as this ceremony was completed,
the Holy Spirit descended upon the disciples in rich currents, and Christ was indeed glorified, even with
the glory which He had with the Father from all eternity.

After his resurrection_he opened their minds that they might understand the Scriptures, and told them
the same things which before they could not comprehend, saying, "These are the things which I spake
unto you while I was yet with you."

Early Writings, p.74

I have seen that the 1843 chart was directed by the hand of the Lord, and that it should not be altered;
that the figures were as He wanted them; that_His hand was over and hid a mistake in some of the
figures, so that none could see it, until His hand was removed.

The same evidence which led them to look for their Lord in
1843, led them to expect Him in 1844.

R&H April 14, 1903

The warning has come: Nothing is to be allowed to come in that will disturb the foundation of the
faith upon which we have been building ever since the message came in 1842, 1843, and 1844. I was
in this message, and ever since I have been standing before the world, true to the light that God has
given us. We do not propose to take our feet off the platform on which they were placed as day by day
we sought the Lord with earnest prayer, seeking for light. Do you think that I could give up the light
that God has given me? It is to be as the Rock of Ages. It has been guiding me ever since it was given.

GC417

The "true tabernacle" in heaven is the sanctuary of the new covenant. And as the prophecy of Daniel
8:14 is fulfilled in this dispensation, the sanctuary to which it refers must be the sanctuary of the new
covenant.

GC426

The coming of Christ as our high priest to the most holy place, for the cleansing of the sanctuary,
brought to view in Daniel 8:14; the coming of the Son of man to the Ancient of Days, as presented in
Daniel 7:13; and the coming of the Lord to His temple, foretold by Malachi, are descriptions of the same
event; and this is also represented by the coming of the bridegroom to the marriage, described by
Christ in the parable of the ten virgins, of Matthew 25.

AA124

In his presentation of the gospel he sought to make plain the prophecies relating to the first advent of
Christ. He showed conclusively that these prophecies had been literally fulfilled in Jesus of Nazareth.
The foundation of his faith was the sure word of prophecy.

R&H February 26, 1914

In the last days of this earth's history, God's covenant with his commandment-keeping people is to
be renewed. "In that day I will make a covenant for them with the beasts of the field, and with the
fowls of heaven, and with the creeping things of the ground: and I will break the bow and the sword
and the battle out of the earth, and I will make them to lie down safely. And I will betroth thee unto me
forever; yea, I will betroth thee unto me in righteousness, and in judgment, and in loving-kindness, and
in mercies. I will even betroth thee unto me in faithfulness; and thou shalt know the Lord.

"And it shall come to pass in that day, I will hear, saith the Lord, I will hear the heavens, and they
shall hear the earth; and the earth shall hear the corn, and the wine, and the oil; and they shall hear
Jezreel.
